Fun Facts
 • Witchhazels are often called 
snapping hazels because the fruit 
capsules explode to release black 
seeds when ripe. 

• The bark and leaves of witchhazels 
are used in herbal medicines as an 
astringent, a chemical that dries, 
tightens, and hardens body tissue. 
Witchhazel oil is used in after-shave 
lotion and lotions to treat bruises, 
sunburn, and insect bites.
